Last year the school was keen for projects that would help the students talk about shared values, and build their
sense of 6éconnectiond with the school and each ot her.

Early in the year, Greg Smith had worked with Dorothy
their class, and develop some problem solving strategi
together to capture their words and ideas. When the class proudly sang their song at a school assembly, people
started to ask about having a song for the school.

So during the last term, Greg spent time with each grade. Each prep student made a drawing to show what they

liked most about SPS. Older classes talked about what they most liked about their school: what made them want to
come each morning: their hopes for the school, and problems that can get in the way. Several classes ended up with
a song or a Orapd of their own. Greg pulled the words
students to hear and talk about. These included boys and girls talking about a school based on love, care and
learning.

So far we have been using a 6shortoé version of one of
occasions such as Harmony Day. The songs are very popular with the students. They are proud that they are based
on their words and ideas, and that they talk about their school.

The ideas behind the process come from post-graduate studies that Greg, who is an experienced social worker and
trainer, completed in narrative (story-based) approaches to working with individuals and groups. Helping students
